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Insert the SIM card

Got a new SIM card? Learn how to insert it into your phone.
Make sure your phone is switched off.

1. Use your fingernail to pull out the SIM tray.

2. Put the SIM in the tray with the contact area face up, and push the tray back
into the phone.

3. To turn the phone on, press and hold the power key until the phone vibrates.

Charge your phone with a USB charger

Your battery has been partially charged at the factory, but you may need to
recharge it before you can switch the phone on for the first time.

Make sure you use a compatible USB charger to charge your phone. The charger
may be sold separately.

1. Plug the charger into a wall outlet. If necessary, connect the USB cable to the
charger.
2. Connect the micro-USB end of the charger's cable to your phone.

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3. When the battery is full, disconnect the charger from the phone, then from
the wall outlet.

You don't need to charge the battery for a specific length of time, and you can
use the phone while it's charging.

If the battery is completely discharged, it may take up to 20 minutes before the
charging indicator is displayed.

Tip: You can use USB charging when a wall outlet is not available. Data can
be transferred while charging the device. The efficiency of USB charging
power varies significantly, and it may take a long time for charging to start
and the device to start functioning.

Make sure your computer is switched on.

First connect the USB cable to the computer, then to your phone. When the
battery is full, first disconnect the USB cable from your phone, then from
the computer.

The battery can be charged and discharged hundreds of times, but it will
eventually wear out. When the talk and standby times are noticeably shorter than
normal, to replace the battery, take the device to the nearest authorized service
facility.
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Charge your phone wirelessly

No need for hassle with cables, just pop your device on a wireless charger, and
it immediately starts charging.

You may need a wireless charging cover for wireless charging to work. The cover
may be included in the sales box, or it may be sold separately. Only use original
Lumia wireless charging covers designed for your phone.

Wireless chargers are sold separately.
The charging areas on the phone and the charger need to touch, so make sure
you align the phone and charger properly. Not all phone models fitin all chargers.

1. Make sure the wireless charger is switched on.

2.If your phone needs a wireless charging cover, make sureiit’s properly attached
to your phone.

3. Place your phone on the wireless charger so that the charging areas touch.
4. When the battery is full, remove your phone from the charger.

A Warning: Make sure there’s nothing between the charger and the device.
Do not attach any objects, such as stickers, on the device surface near the
charging area.

For more info on wireless charging, see the user guide of your charger and
wireless charging cover.

Connect the headset

Enjoy your favorite music, or free your hands for other things when in a call.
The headset may be sold separately.

Connect the headset to your phone.

Do not connect to products that create an output signal, as this may damage
the device. Do not connect any voltage source to the audio connector. If you
connect an external device or headset, other than those approved for use with
this device, to the audio connector, pay special attention to volume levels.
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Antenna locations

Learn where the antennas are located on your phone to get the best possible
performance.

Avoid touching the antenna area while the antenna is in use. Contact with
antennas affects the communication quality and may reduce battery life due to
higher power level during operation.

Set up your phone

When you switch your phone on for the first time, your phone guides you to set
up your network connections, phone settings, and Microsoft account in one
sitting.

Explore your tiles, apps, and settings

Everything you need is on 2 views: the start screen and apps menu. Fill the start
screen with shortcuts to your favorite apps and the contacts you need the most,
and find all your apps easily in the apps menu.

The start screen consists of tiles, which are shortcuts to your apps, contacts,
browser bookmarks, and more. Some tiles may show you notifications and
updates, such as your missed calls, received messages, and the latest news.

1. To see all the apps on your phone, on the start screen, simply swipe left. To
return to the start screen, swipe right.

Tip: To go back to the start screen from any view, press aa.

The apps menu is the home to all your apps — in neat alphabetical order. All the
installed apps end up here. To look up an app in the apps menu, tap ®), or tap a
letter.
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2. To add an app shortcut to your start screen, in the apps menu, tap and hold
the app, and tap pin to start.

Check notifications and change settings quickly
Swipe down from the top of the screen.

In the action center, you can quickly see notifications, such as your missed calls
and unread mails and messages, open the camera, and access all phone settings.

To find more views in an app,
swipe left. To discover more actions, use the options menu.

Depending on what you need to install and how much content you are
transferring, the transfer may take a while.

Some file formats may not be transferred. Some third-party converter apps may
be available to convert the files to a format that can be transferred.

Tip: If your old phone is a Windows Phone device, or if you have previously
backed up your contacts to your Microsoft account, to import your contacts
from the service, just sign in to your account on your phone. The contacts
are imported automatically.

1. To select what you want to back up to your Microsoft account, onyour previous
Windows Phone device, tap [ Settings > backup.

Your contacts and calendar are backed up automatically to your Microsoft
account.

2. On your new Lumia phone, sign in to your Microsoft account. Your contacts,
calendar, and text messages are automatically transferred to your new Lumia
phone.

Transfer content using OneDrive

Upload your Office documents, photos, and videos to OneDrive to easily transfer
them from your old phone to your new Lumia phone.

Use Nokia Suite to transfer your contacts, calendar entries, and photos from a
Symbian or S40 phone to your Lumia phone.

Make sure you have the latest Nokia Suite installed on your PC. You can download
it from www.microsoft.com/mobile/nokiasuite.

You need a Microsoft account to sign into OneDrive.

1. Use a compatible USB cable to connect your Symbian or S40 phone to your
PC.

2. Open Nokia Suite on your PC.

3. Select Copy content to Nokia Lumia, and follow the instructions shown on
your computer. Your files are copied to OneDrive. Your photos are copied to the
Pictures folder in OneDrive, and your contacts and calendar events to your
Outlook.com.

4, To access your photos, on your Lumia phone, swipe left, and tap OneDrive.
Your contacts and calendar events are synced automatically.

Tip: Your Symbian or S40 phone doesn’t support Nokia Suite? Or want to
transfer other content, such as your videos? You can also connect your
phone to your computer and drag and drop the files you want to transfer
onto your computer. If you have the OneDrive desktop app, drag and drop
the files straight to the OneDrive folder for automatic upload.

Transfer Outlook info from an Android phone or iPhone

Use your Microsoft account to transfer your Outlook contacts, calendar entries,
and to-dos from your Android phone or iPhone to your Lumia phone.

You need a Microsoft account to sync your Lumia phone with Outlook.com.

1. Use a compatible USB cable to connect your phone to your computer.

2. On your computer, set the appropriate sync software, such as Samsung Kies,
HTC Sense, Sony PC Companion, or iTunes, to sync the items to Outlook, and
sync contacts, calendar entries, and to-dos from your phone to your computer.
3. In Outlook, add the Microsoft account to Outlook using Microsoft Outlook
Hotmail Connector. Go to www.office.microsoft.com, search for Hotmail
Connector, and download it to your computer. You may need to configure the
Hotmail Connector settings.

4. Sync the content you want from Outlook to your Microsoft account. It may
take a while before the content is available on your Microsoft account.
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5. To sync the content to your Lumia phone, simply sign into your Microsoft
account.

Get to know your phone

Your phone has two views, start screen and apps menu. To switch between the
views, simply swipe left or right.

Start screen: The animated live tiles show your missed calls and received
messages, the latest news and weather forecasts, and more. Updates of your
pinned contacts are shown on the tile, and you can view your contacts' details
directly from the start screen.

Apps menu: All your apps are listed here, all neatly ordered. If you have a lot of
apps, to look one up, tap ®.

To access the Windows Phone software license terms, select [2] Settings >
about. Please read the terms. Note that by using the software, you accept the
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terms. If you do not accept the terms, do not use the device or software. Instead
contact Microsoft Mobile or the party from which you purchased the device to
determine its return policy.

Back, start, and search keys

The back, start, and search keys help you navigate your phone.

e To see which apps you have open, press and hold €=. You can then switch to
another app or close the ones you don’t need.

* To go back to the previous screen you were in, press €=. Your phone

remembers all the apps and websites you've visited since the last time your
screen was locked.

e To go to the start screen, press aq. The app you were in stays open in the
background.

* To search the web or for items on your phone, press JO.

* To control your phone with your voice, press and hold JO, and say a voice
command.

e To switch Cortana on, press and hold O, and follow the instructions.
This feature is not available in all languages. If you set your phone to a

language not supported, the Cortana tile and app aren’t shown. For info on
the supported languages, go to www.windowsphone.com.

Personalize the navigation bar

All Lumia phones have 3 keys across the bottom: the back, start, and search key.
You can change the way this navigation bar behaves.

Switch the vibration of the navigation keys on or off

On the start screen, swipe down from the top of the screen, tap ALL
SETTINGS > touch, and change the setting for navigation bar.

Changing the vibration setting for incoming calls doesn’t affect the vibration of
the navigation keys.
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Switch between views and apps

Don't have all the apps you need on your start screen? Swipe to the apps menu
to find them. Or check what’s already running on your phone and switch between
the apps.

To see all apps on your phone, on the start screen, simply swipe left. To return
to the start screen, swipe right.

Tip: To find an app quickly, tap any letter in the apps menu, and in the
following menu, tap the first letter or character for the app you want.

View, switch between, and close open apps
To view the open apps, press and hold €=. To switch the app, swipe to the app
you want, and tap the app.

Want to check your latest mails or messages quickly? Or to connect to a Wi-Fi
network easily? You can quickly check notifications, change some settings, and
more in the action center that opens from the top of the screen.

2. To close the menu, press the back key.

Personalize the action center

On the start screen, swipe down from the top of the screen, and tap ALL
SETTINGS > notifications+actions. To change a shortcut, tap the shortcut and
the app you want. You can also select which notifications you want to receive
and how.

Change the volume

Trouble hearing your phone ringing in noisy environments, or calls too loud? You
can change the volume to your liking.

Use the volume keys. The maximum volume level is 10.

By default, the volume keys control the volume of alarms and reminders.
Switch to silent mode
Press a volume key, and tap \V/ > A. To switch silent mode off, tap ‘.

Tip: If you don’t want your phone to vibrate, tap 7. To change other sound
settings, on the start screen, swipe down from the top of the screen, and
tap ALL SETTINGS > ringtones+sounds.

Change the volume for media and apps
Press a volume key, tap \V/, and set the volume for media and apps. The
maximum volume level is 30.
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Use your phone in airplane mode

In places where you don't want to make or receive calls, you can still access your
music, videos, and offline games if you switch airplane mode on.

Airplane mode closes connections to the mobile network and switches your
device's wireless features off. If supported by your device, the NFC payment and
ticketing feature of the device may remain active. Comply with the instructions
and safety requirements given by, for example, an airline, and any applicable laws
and regulations. Where allowed, you can connect to a Wi-Fi network to, for
example, browse the internet or switch Bluetooth and NFC sharing on in airplane
mode.

1. On the start screen, swipe down from the top of the screen, and tap ALL
SETTINGS > airplane mode.

2. Switch Status to On E==[1.

Learn what OneDrive is and how to use it.
OneDrive cloud storage

Store your stuff in the clouds. You don't need to worry about freeing memory
for your favorite or new apps.

OneDrive is cloud storage for all your documents and photos, so you can access,
share, or restore them if needed. You can also set it to back up your stuff
automatically, so when you take a photo or a video, it's copied to your cloud
album.

With OneDrive, you can access your photos, documents, and more from your
phone, tablet, or computer. Depending on the app, you can even continue
working on a document right from where you left it earlier.

Share your photos and documents between your devices
With OneDrive, you can easily access your photos, documents, and other stuff
you have uploaded from any of your devices.

Save on data roaming costs

Want to save on your phone bills? You can cut data roaming costs by changing
mobile data settings. Data roaming means using your phone to receive data over
networks that your network service provider doesn't own or operate. Connecting
to the internet when roaming, especially when abroad, can raise data costs
substantially. Your network service provider can charge you a fixed fee for data
transfer or on a pay-as-you-use basis. To use the optimal connection method,
change the Wi-Fi, mobile data, and mail download settings.

Using a Wi-Fi connection is generally faster and less expensive than using a
mobile data connection. If both Wi-Fi and mobile data connections are available,
your phone uses the Wi-Fi connection.

On the start screen, swipe down from the top of the screen, and tap /7.

1. Make sure Wi-Fi networking is switched to On [==].
2. Select the connection you want to use.

Close a mobile data connection
On the start screen, swipe down from the top of the screen, tap ALL
SETTINGS > cellular+SIM, and switch Data connection to Off [Jmm].

Tip: You can also follow your data usage with the data sense app.

Stop data roaming
On the start screen, swipe down from the top of the screen, tap ALL
SETTINGS > cellular+SIM, and switch Data roaming options to don't roam.

Tip: To save on data costs when traveling, save new maps to your phone
before your journey, and browse the maps offline. If you're running low on
space, you can remove some maps from your phone.

Download mail less frequently

In every mailbox you have, tap eee > settings > sync settings, and select how
often to sync.

Write text

Learn how to write text quickly and efficiently with your phone’s keyboard.

Use the on-screen keyboard

Writing with the on-screen keyboard is easy. You can use the keyboard when
holding your phone in portrait or landscape mode. You can write your messages
by tapping the letters or by swiping through them.

Tap a text box.

4 Smiley key

5 Comma key

The keyboard layout can vary in different apps and languages. The language key
is only shown when more than one language is selected.

You can add several writing languages to your keyboard and switch between the
languages when writing.

You can send meeting invitations to contacts who have a mail address.

Create an event on another calendar

By default, your events go to your Microsoft account calendar. If you have, for
example, a shared calendar with your family, you can create and share the event
instantly. To change the calendar when creating the event, tap more details >
Calendar and the calendar you want to use.
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Example: You can create an event to a calendar you are sharing with other
people, such as your Family room calendar or your work calendar, so they
know when you are busy.

Change your status for an event
When you want to let others know when you’re busy or out of the office, tap
more details > Status and the status you want.

Tap |zl Calendar > eee > tasks.

1. Tap ®, and fill in the fields.
2. To add a reminder, switch Reminder to On [==[], and set the reminder date
and time.

3. Tap®.

Edit or delete a task
Tap and hold the task, and tap edit or delete.

Tip: Feeling energetic? Or hands full and no time for extra tasks? To quickly
bring the time of the event forward or postpone it, tap and hold the task,
and select the option you want.
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Mark a task as complete
Tap and hold the task, and tap complete.

Use multiple calendars

When you set up your mail or social networking accounts on your phone, you can
sync the calendars from all your accounts in one place.

1. Tap [:] Calendar.

2. To show or hide a calendar, tap ¢ee > settings, and turn the calendar on or
off.

When a calendar is hidden, the calendar events and reminders are not shown in
different calendar views.

The birthday calendar compiles the birthday info from your social networking
accounts.

You can’t add new calendars to your phone, but you can choose which calendars
from your different accounts you want to see.

Change the color for each calendar
Tap eee > settings, and tap the current color and the new color.

Browse your SIM apps

If your service provider has included apps on your SIM card, here's how to find
them.

1. On the start screen, swipe down from the top of the screen, and tap ALL
SETTINGS > cellular+SIM.

2. Tap the SIM.

3. Tap SIM applications.

2. To set the phone to ignore calls, switch Ignore calls to On [E=[]. To set the
phone to ignore text messages, switch Ignore texts to On [==[1.

3. Tap next.

4. To send an automatic text message when someone calls or texts you,
explaining why you can't answer, switch Text replies to calls, Text replies to
texts, or both to On [==[]. To edit the message, tap the text box.

5. Tap next > add a device, and tap the Bluetooth device you connect your phone
to when driving, such as a headset.

Driving mode starts automatically when the phone and the added Bluetooth
device connect.
